12)  SOUNDBITE:  BASESCU (Romanian with English translation) "We shouldn't forget in this context the indispensable role of Serbia as a partner in the strengthening of regional stability. We feel Serbia has already paid enough for its mistakes of the past. The Serbian people continue to foot the note (bill) for the errors that were made in their name. That is why we should be prepared at the summit to offer Belgrade a clear perspective concerning the return to their rightful place within the European and euroatlantic community."

14)  SOUNDBITE:  BASESCU (Romanian with English translation) I am persuaded that the message    NATO would convey through giving the Membership Action Plan status to Georgia and Ukraine will have a very strong impact upon the whole region.  We will thus encourage and extend the community of value and certainty that democracy and stability are protected.  It is not only our neighbors who need that kind of certainty.  The whole transatlantic community needs that certainty."

16)  SOUNDBITE:  TAUSCHER "We have no choice but success in Afghanistan. And that is why I've called for additional NATO troops to be committed in Afghanistan. While the U.S. is committing an additional 3,200 Marines, NATO allies must commit at least 7,000 thousand more combat troops to secure the east and south of the Afghanistan. Many people here tonight and the people back in your countries are frustrated by the Bush Administration's intentional conflation of the conflict in Iraq with the mission in Afghanistan. It was wrong to do.  But that does not excuse alliance hesitancy in Afghanistan. Security is the key to our success without it we cannot start the reconstruction effort or stabilize Afghanistan.  It is our responsibility to provide an adequate number of assets, troops and funding, to stabilize all of Afghanistan."

18)   SOUNDBITE:  TAUSCHER:  "NATO should use this opportunity in Bucharest to invite Croatia, Albania, and Macedonia to join as full members of NATO and to encourage them to keep up the political, military and economic progress they have made in the Membership Action Plan process.  I also believe that we should send a strong signal that NATO believes that Georgia and Ukraine are orienting themselves toward the West and should begin the MAP process."

20)   TAUSCHER ARRIVES AT PRESS CONFERENCE
21)   SOUNDBITE:  TAUSCHER:  "What we want is an indivisible, comprehensive missile-defense system that meets our Article V considerations against current threats.  Current threats are short- and medium-range missiles coming out of the Middle East and Iran specifically. And the southern tier of our NATO allies are unprotected against a current threat. The long-range system that the Bush Administration proposed with 10 interceptors in Poland and the radar in the Czech Republic are against an emerging Iranian threat against the United States.  That is a long-range system. What I have proposed – and I've worked with Secretary General Jaap de Hoop Scheffer and Secretary Gates and Secretary Rice – is to have a 'NATO-ized' system, to have a comprehensive layered system with command-and-control in SHAPE under the SACEUR that would be a comp system, one that would have a short- and medium-range component developed by NATO that the United States would include our long-range system, so we would have a completely tiered layered defense against all emerging and current threats indivisibly for all of NATO countries."

23)   SOUNDBITE:  TAUSCHER  "I did not coordinate with the Administration [on request for 7000 more troops for Afghanistan]. [My request] is larger than is being asked and it is larger primarily because of my concern about dwell time for the troops that are committed."
24)   CUT OF PRESS
25)  SOUNDBITE: TAUSCHER:  "We need NATO troops.  I've asked for another 7,000 NATO troops.  Apparently the good news is that most recently, we hope that Pres Sark will be contributing as many as a thousand troops that will I hope satisfy the rightful request of the Canadians for help and that they will continue their mission. But I am baffled by our inability in NATO to come up with not only the troops but the strategic airlift and the helicopters that we need. This mission cannot fail. It is vitally important for NATO's raison d'etre and its reputation for this mission to prevail. We cannot have Afghanistan fall back into the clutches of radical fundamentalism.  It is a very difficult-to-govern country to begin with. You cannot have parts of it that are accessible to terrorists and other bad guys. So we want this NATO mission to succeed. We're adding another 3,200 American Marines but we need our NATO allies to step up.
