SOUNDBITE:  SCHEFFER “As much as we need to focus on Kosovo during this critical phase, it is equallyimportant that we maintain the momentum of the entire Balkans regiontowards Euro-Atlantic integration.  And that is why I expect that tomorrow allies will open NATO’s door to new members from the Western Balkans.  I am hopeful that this will be a significant enlargement, significant enough to give the Balkans region the boost of stability and confidence that it needs.”

Our message to Serbia will be that it, too, has its place in the process of Euro/Atlantic integration if it resolves to turn its back on a sullen nationalism which has brought it no benefits and is willing to take fully up the offer of cooperation that we all put on the table in Bucharest.”

10)  SOUNDBITE:  SCHEFFER  “Another question that the summit needs to answer is whether, after a difficult period, NATO and Russia are toning down the level of rhetoric in our relationship and engaging each other in a more businesslike and constructive way.  The NATO Russia council meeting on Friday will provide us with the answer.  Obviously much will depend on President Putin’s stance at the summit. I don’t expect him to stay silent on those issues on which we disagree.  And he should not, such as Kosovo, CFE or missile defense. And if President Putin comes to Bucharest with an open mind, it should be possible for us to advance the broader NATO, Russia relationship.”

13)  VOICE OF MODERATOR DOUCET: “You thought you had it.  Nicolas Sarkozy announced in London that there would be 1,000 troops going to Afghanistan.  His prime minister yesterday said, well, actually it’ll be a few hundred, and most of them will be in Kabul. Are you a worried prime minister now?
14)  SOUNDBITE:  HARPER:  “No, I’m not worried.  I am very optimistic that we’ll achieve our objectives.”
15)  CUTAWAY AUDIENCE
16)  SOUNDBITE: HARPER  “Our objective is not simply to procure these troops for ourselves.  It is also make sure there continues to be enhanced NATO participation, so that we are successful across Afghanistan.  So, whether the French sent troops to a particular province or whether the French send troops, more troops that allow other troops to be deployed to help us, it is all the same to us.  What we want to make sure is that we get our partner and also that the overall NATO mission is enhanced, not detracted by our demands. 

17)  SOUNDBITE: DOUCET  “But, it is not very encouraging, isn't it, there is already a French wobble in the course of less than week.  Sarkozy says one thing in London and another thing is said in the French Parliament.”

18)  SOUNDBITE: HARPER:  “We'll see what the French ultimately decide, but in fairness, the French have made no commitment to us.”

19)  SOUNDBITE: DOUCET “But they told you?”

20)  SOUNDBITE: HARPER “No, they have made no commitment to us and Mr. Sarkozy has made no ironclad commitment to NATO.  I think anything that France does over and beyond what it is already doing is a victory and it is a significant step forward.  And I think increased French engagement ofany number in any province is a good development at this summit.”

21)  SOUNDBITE: DOUCET “We understand that George Bush has told you personally that they will help you either way, wherever the French go, the Americans will send some troops down to the (INAUDIBLE) in Kandahar.  Do you have what's being reported as an ironclad commitment from Washington?

We've had good discussions with our allies and I'm convinced that we will achieve our objectives and achieve it in a way that causes the overall level of troop commitment to Afghanistan to be increased, not merely shifted laterally.”

A clear signal towards closer ties with NATO should also be given to Bosnia and Herzegovina, Montenegro and of course Serbia.”

37)  AUDIENCE QUESTION:  What does it mean for the alliance if one member can thwart the will of the rest, including the U.S. ?”

38)  SOUNDBITE:  ISCHINGER “I think that it would be extremely regrettable if no compromise formula could be found hopefully in the last possible hours. It would be extremely desirable -- let me phrase it in the positive -- to have all three countries come in.  And we hope that there will beno necessity for a single veto, certainly not just by one country.  That would, for the entire alliance, be an unhappy moment if there ever has been an unhappy moment.”

40)  SOUNDBITE:  GEOANA “never say never.Nobody would have put a penny, a Eurocent or any other currency 10 or15 years ago that Romania will ever be part of EU and NATO.   There is a mutual reinforcing mechanism of membership between NATO and EU.   So far, NATO enlarged first and EU followed.   We might be seeing in the future also the reverse.   Who knows?   It depends also on how ambitious European Union will become. And my experience is that once the train has started -- and the train is starting, even if we'll not have the decisions that a Romanian would like to see when it comes to Georgia and Ukraine here in Bucharest -- I hope it is still possible.   But even if not, the train has started.   And nothing and nobody can derail it.”
